Primary Project Responsibilities

AFP Coordination Responsibilities: The primary coordination responsibilities include: increase interest in NAEYC Accreditation, recruit and prescreen centers for the AFP, coordinate the AFP grant funded by Bright from the Start: Georgia Department of Early Care and Learning, communicate with centers, multiple technical assistance consultants statewide, NAEYC and GAYC staff. Responsibilities also include providing and coordinating training, technical assistance and grant paperwork logistics, tracking, assistance with financial and programmatic reports, evaluation and other responsibilities as assigned by the AFP and Executive Director, Dr. Pat Minish. 
AFP Technical Assistance Responsibilities: The Technical Assistance Specialist will additionally be responsible for providing technical assistance for seven centers per written grant specifications. Each program is expected to attain NAEYC accreditation within two years or less. When not in the field this position requires office attendance, however scheduling is flexible.
Required Qualifications 

This position requires a proven multi-talented person with education and experience in ECE, technical assistance experience, and experience in program coordination. Applicants must exhibit initiative, task-completion, self-direction, organization, excellent computer literacy and tracking skills, and possess objective documentation and strong written and verbal communication skills with diverse audiences. A minimum of a Bachelor’s degree is required; a Master’s degree is preferred.
Benefits, including health and dental insurance and a 403b match, are provided for this grant-funded project. This position is renewed annually based on availability of grant funds. GAYC has administered accreditation support for 10 years. The current grant ends June 30, 2012.
