The Georgia Association on Young Children (GAYC) is committed to presenting an annual conference for the purpose of offering timely and valuable educational experiences to individuals who work with young children and/or their families.  Proposals are being sought for in 1.5 hour regular workshops, 20 minute Research Symposium and 30 minute Student Demo presentations. Proposals offer new and innovative presentations, evidence-based best practices, and presentations that rely on solid research-grounded work in the early childhood field.  Some topic areas are suggested below.  Anticipated attendance at the 2012 conference is nearly 3,000 participants over a two-day period.  GAYC plans to offer more than 150 sessions to conference participants.
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Proposals MUST include:

· Completed application - should be typed on the next 2 pages (see next page) – incomplete applications will be declined
· Name, title, place of employment, address, work and home/cell telephone numbers, and email address for each presenter
· Resumes or BFTS approval letter (if your presentation has previously received BFTS approval, submit the letter – if not, then submit your resume) for each presenter
· Three (3 copies) of the entire proposal (including resumes/letters)
Important Information:

· Proposals will be evaluated by a review committee based on quality/appropriateness/appeal to the early childhood community. Limitations of time and space make it impossible to accept all proposals.

· The primary presenter will be notified of acceptance by June 15, 2011 and the presentation schedule notification will be sent by August 15, 2011.  Primary presenters are responsible for notifying additional presenters.
· Due to rising costs only the primary presenter will receive a complimentary two-day conference registration and lunch on the day of their presentation.  All other presenters must register for the conference.
· Self-promotion:  Sessions may not be used to promote one’s own services or products.  However, presenters may request exhibit or ad space at a reduced cost.

· GAYC strongly encourages the use of handouts for presentations.  Attendees repeatedly request handouts on evaluation forms.  Primary presenters will be notified of the maximum room capacity to help prepare supplies and materials. GAYC cannot make copies of handouts for sessions.  Please bring extra copies of handouts with you.  A copy machine is available at the reception desk in the Gwinnett Center if presenters wish to make additional copies at 10¢ per page.
· Due to rising costs, GAYC cannot provide AV other than listed on the application.
· Regular sessions are 1½ hours in length. The Research Symposium is 20 minutes in length. Student Demos are 30 minutes in length.
Funds are not available to pay presenters.

	The overall goal of the Beginning level training is to expose the professional to new information. Beginning level training is most appropriate for those beginning their career or for those who have been in the field for a while but are being exposed to new information or concepts.  For example, presentations have participants involved in identifying understanding and listing new information.
	The goal of the Intermediate level training is to help the professional expand and apply knowledge to their everyday practice. Intermediate level training should encourage expanding knowledge and application to their everyday work with children.  For example, presentations could have participants demonstrating and applying knowledge that is more complex than basic information.
	The goal of the Advanced level training is to challenge the experienced professional to synthesize, form, apply, and modify acquired knowledge into everyday practice. The focus of the advanced level of training is on guiding the experienced professional to use their knowledge and experience in mindful practice with children and families, adapting and changing to new circumstances. Analysis and reflection are examples of methods used in advanced training.
